The European ‘Cooperation in Science and Technology’ (COST) is a funding or-
ganisation for the creation of research networks, called COST Actions. These
networks offer an open space for collaboration among scientists across Europe
(and beyond) and thereby give impetus to research advancements and innova-
tion. Since 1971, COST has received EU funding under the various Research
and Innovation Framework Programmes, such as Horizon 2020 and Horizon Eu-
rope.

A COST Action is an interdisciplinary research network that brings together re-
searchers and innovators to investigate a topic of their choice for 4 years.
COST Actions typically consist of researchers from academia, SMEs, public in-
stitutions and other relevant organisations or stakeholders and are open to all
science and technology fields. They offer an inclusive, pan-European environ-
ment for individuals of all seniority levels to expand their professional research
networks and boost their careers. Read more...

COST action ‘Transnational Family Dynamics in Europe’

In 2022, the proposal “Transnational Family Dynamics in Europe’ was approved
as COST Action. The proposal was initiated by Odisee University of Applied Sci-
ences (Brussels, BE) and supported by 40 co-proposers from academic back-
grounds and stakeholder. The first ‘Management Committee meeting’, the
leading body of the Action, took place in Brussels on 3 October 2022.

About “I'm available to substitute the MC member/observer of my COST mem-
ber country or Specific Organisation on an ad-hoc basis”: Tick the box if you
are not an MC Member, but are available to substitute an appointed
Member. It is smart to tick this box even if you are not seeking an ac-
tive role in the MC. Read more in the COST funding and technical rules
(page 35).

You will receive a confirmation of your registration (with info on how
you can modify it later).

After registration, you will automatically receive all invitations and
communications linked to your WG.

Again: this registration is needed for any reimbursement of costs.
