(GA) every year, during which the new board is elected for the upcoming
academic year. After the assembly, there is always a large networking
moment with complimentary food, drinks, speeches, photos, and more.

After the voting round, the results will be announced for each program and
campus.

The voting round starts at the end of April! All Odisee students can then vote
for the Student Representative of their program and the Campus President of
their campus. During this phase, you can also campaign yourself to convince
others to vote for you.
